Independent Grocers

A surprise in food statistics will
be found in the fact that grocery
chains reached a turning point in
193233 with 36.4 per cent of sales.
Since that time the relative pro-
portion has fallen to 33.1 per cent.

This saturation poiot prompted
managements of food chains .to
turn toward larger stores, many of
them in competition +with giant
food markets, popijlarly called “su-
per stores” which have mammdih
stocks of goods priced low and
heavily advertised to effect quick-
turn-overs.

Competition of the Rrocery
chains has led to affiliation of
many independent grocers with co-
operative chains, sometimes spon-
sored by wholesalers and some-
times' strictly a rethiler's coopera-
tive ~ effort. Combination stores
handle groceries. meats and vege-
tables—items which at one time
were sold In separate stores.

The old general store type of
merchandising, in contrast to spee-
lalty stiops, {s having a significant
revival. Consumer cooperatives,
by contrast, have not thrived.

The experience of England in
moving many defense plants into
small communities in order to min-
jmize bombing losses bas prompted
officials at Washington to advo-
cate a “farming-out process”. for
our patiopal defense orders.
