Bishop Stresses Home, Unity

Rehabilitation of the home
and Christian unity should
take top priority for suburban
women, Bishop Fulton J.
Sheen told a lot of them here
last week.

The handsome,
haired emissary of
Catholicism brought his
message of  ‘‘honesty,
patriotism and. piety” to the
Northville Town Hall in
resonant tones and with a
bright wit that belied his 76

silver-

years.
Women who jammed the
Northville High  School

auditorium heard him talk
about three kinds of love, and
one of those who was present
later for the Holiday Inn
celebrity luncheon asked him:
‘‘Have you some con-
structive suggestions for this
potentially powerful group of
suburban women?” -

“REHABILITATE your
homes," he told her and the
others present. “Our homes
have become dormitories for
want of true authority.

“Train your children to be
helpful to their neighbors. The
young need to be taught that

love isnot to have —it’sto be
had.”

His second suggestion was
that women of various faiths
find more bases of unity and
concerted action.

““We should all get togethe: J
to instruct in morality an
patriotism all of our un-

churched youth,” Bishop
Sheen said.
He also exhorted the women

to remember that “the level of
any civilization is measured

by the level of its womanhood™”

and that, because “love goes
out to meet the demands of
what is loved, men reach up to
meet the :demands of noble
women.” :

AFTER' HIS DISCUSSION
of love -- noble, erotice,
brotherly : and sacrificial —
Bishop Sheen was asked:
“How long does one love when

- no love isjreturned?”

“God has been doing it a
long time - there's po end to
it,” he answered quickly.

“I used to get many bigoted
letters,” he added, “and now
get hate letters. [ alwaystry to
answer them with kindness, in
the hope that some time the
love will be returned.”
