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Christianity

In a day when anti-war
feeling is almost equated with
youth, one Christian layman
from this area is making a
point of carrying the case of
the military to college cam-

puses.

Donald M. (Hoppy) Hanson
is a retired officer of the U.S.
Navy and head of the Naval
Junior Reserve; Officers
Training Corps at Bentley
High School in Livonia.

He's also a member of
Village United Presbyterian
Church in Redford Township,
its former director of
Christian education, and a
leading Presbyterian layman
in this area.

And recognizing that the
leanings toward pacifism are
likely to be strong in the mind
of a young person who takes
his Christianity seriously,
Hoppy Hanson spends a lot of
his time visiting college
campuses and telling why, to
him, service in the military is
not incompatible with the
message taught by Christ.

UNDERSTAND the

feelings of kids going through
this struggle over military
service,” said Hanson, who
flew from an aircraft carrier

during the Korean War and
acquired his nickname
through his fondness for
hedgehopping (low flying).

**AL 16 1 considered myself a
pacifist, and I've goine to the
local draft boards to represent
several young men who
wanted to be classified as
conscientious objectors.

“‘But 1 feel there’s another
very valid position for the
Christian, one that says we
need a strong military force In
a free nation and we need
religious men in that force as
good will representatives of
this nation.”

Stating his case before
campus groups-some inclined
to be rather hostile to his
ideas--Hanson draws on
Biblical as well as more
recent history.

HE POINTS to Old
Testament references to
God's use of armies of Israel
to advance his chosen people,
and quotes scripture to show
that both John the Baptist and
Jesus recognized military
men as useful members of
saciety.

But mostly he bases his
argument on a firm personal
conviction that his eountry has
the duty to stand up against
what he considers evil forces.
“1 think resisting Hitler in

World War 11 is a good
example of what I mean,”
Hanson said. “It seems to me
that by shirking our respon-
sibility as long as we did, we
are partly responsible for the
deaths of the Jews under
Hitler.

“I have to ask myself
whether my Lord wants me to
stand up against evil when it
happens to somone else. It's
great to turn the other cheek
when it's someone else’s
cheek.”

THOUGH HE concedes that
many may notagree,this Navy
man also believes the *‘moral
war” theory applies to
Vietnam.

He tells students he was for
the action in the beginning but
feels the problem could have
been handled better—perhaps
by blackade instead of sending
in troops.

And he makes it definite
that if he were a few years
younger he'd be out there
flying the Navy planes
because **my position is that
Mao Tse Tung's theory of
world conquest through ‘wars
of liberation® should be taken
seriously.”

“It's true there are guerrila
forces,” Re added, “but the
main thrust on the South
Vietnamese is from the out-
side.”

HANSON ALSO feels there
is opportunity, while serving
in the military, to take a stand
against some of its actions.

He applies this idea par-
ticwlarly to the My Lai in-
cident.

“If those men were acting
on orders,” he states, “the
orders were illegal and im-
proper and the soldiers in-
volved should have disobeyed.

“I would have disobeyed.
There is no excuse for the
military doing wanton killing.
I know some of it does go on,
but if military leadership is
doing its job, it should be
punished promptly.”

COMMANDER  HANSON
also said he sees the military
men as good will ambassadors
around the world and pointed
out that it was through this
idea that he initiated the
“Operation Handclasp” that
now has become an official
Navy program.

Tracing its beginnings, he
also went back to the start of
his own Christian faith.

I was pretty mixed up as a
young man,” he said, “and 1
can identify now with youths
who try drugs because I found
some of my answers in a
bottle.

“It was after a drinking
bout. when my wife and I were

Shanghai, that for me the
gospel came alive in a person.
that missionary lady.

“This lady had suffered
under the Japanese, yet she
was spending all her energy in
those days just after World
War 11 finding food and
clothing for  Japanese
refugees.
