Three tablespoons-of carbon bisul-
fide on a wad of cloth or waste!can
be used in each burrow in place of
the cyanide. As the carbon bisulfide
is explosive and’ inflammable; it
must be handled carefully, and the
user should not smoke. Both mate-
rials are poisonous to humans.

Along Cofftinental Divide
" No novelty ‘ta Coloradans along the
Continental Divide are heavy April
snows such as at Berthoud Pass.
Snow 40 feet debpihas at times been
reporied in thid pass 54 miles west

of Denver on .U. S. No. 40, Only
in recent years has it been possible
even to attempt to keep the ‘pass
open all year round.

Deep snow hampered Capt. E. L.
Berthoud's surveying party of sev-
en men who discovered the pass
on May 1, 1861, Organized to find a
much needed direct route from Den-
ver to Salt Lake City, the group had
set up camp, b few miles north of
the mining; Fememenl ot Empire
about April '25 to study the: ap-
proaches {o tié Divide.

Here. accorBing to_the account of
one member df the phrty, they were
advised by the veteran frontiers-
men, Jim Bridger and Tim Goedale,
hot to attemp} to seek a crossing so
carly in the Season. But, finding a
ravine with timber of good size right
to the ridge of the Divide, they suc-
cessfully reached the summit. Con-
tinuing a short distance down the
western slope oh this'same May 1,
they weré forced to stop by blinding
snow. The descent with pack ani-
mals through deep snow to Hot Sul-
phur Springs required most of three
days.

Traveling north in the descent aft-
er finding the 11,310-foot pass, Ber-
thoud’s group .passed close to the
point on a spur of James Peak
where the six-mile Moffat tunnel,
second longest railroad tunnel in the
United States, has its western gate.
Completed {n 1927, the tunnel now in-
cludes a 10-foot pipe line for divert-
ing water from the west to the east
slope of the Divide.
