Notlee shall
‘be given to the abutting property
owner of the passage of such Res-
olutlon and, if sich repairs are not
made by such owner within fifteen
days, the City may then proceed
to make such repairs and assess
the cost agalnst such owner and
collect such assessment with 2
penalty of five per cent and luter
est If not pald at time fixed by
assessment resolution.
