In addition to the regular loan
avallable to growers having thefr|
potatoes in good storage, a special
loan of $1.24 per ewt. fgr U-S. Nodj
1 and 42c per cwt. for U.S. No. 2B
size potatoes is now &' allsble un-
til December 15 on -potatoes storad
In pits that are adequatély covered
to prevent deterioration. Since
the fates for this type of loan are
somewhat lower than the’ regular
loan, it is desirable that all avail-
able jstorage be utllized before re-,
sortihg to pit storage.

Precautions Help to

. Preserve Dinnerware
Many of the precautions usually
reserved for fine china are in order
for .evoryday dinnerware., Here are
a few suggestions that ‘will help. in
givifig-dinnerware gopd care: &
Scrape dishes «ith a rubber |
scraper or paper instead of a metal |
instrument that may mar their sur-
taces. Stack them in neat piles ae-
cording to size—many crashes result
from haphazard or (op-heavy stacks.
. Wash fust a few dishes at & time
and have a folded dishtowel in the
bottorn of the dishpan or drain
pan and on the enamel, hardwood
or metal drainboard. This will help
reduce breakage and Is ‘especially
needed for fragile china. i
Avold harsh scouring powders, |
steel wool or metal cleaners which
may scratch dishes; dampesed
whiting op a cloth will remove stub-
born stains.” Remember too that
strong soaps. ammonia or washing
soda s hard on gold and silver
trims.
