Women's Editor

When the Easter Bunny
comes hopping into town, one
lady who really will be ready
is Mrs. Pauline Olm of Red-
ford Township.

In fact, this creator of
Easter goodies is showing
others how to get ready in
daily demonstrations this
week in the Kitchen Glamor
store at 26770 Grand River,
between Inkster and Beech -
Daly, Redford Township.

Each day this week at 9:30
‘am,, 11a,m. and 1 p.m., Mrs.
Olm demonstrates the steps
necessary to make cakes that
look like bunnies, lambs or
hens, fancy eggs with white or
pastel chocolate on the outside
and fruit and nuts inside, and
intricate sugar eggs with little
scenes inside.

“It really isn't hard,” she
comments, making it look
easy.

MRS. OLM, who has been
teaching cake decorating and
making of all sorts of candies
since 1954, now has adult
education classes at Redford
Union High School and Far-
mington Junior High as well
as working at Kitchen
Glamor. She ran through a
pre-demonstration on making
the sugar eggs.

“Moisten the sugar just a
little,” she said, **and press it
into the plastic mold.” Deftly
she turned out two egg halves.

“It's probably all right to
touch them carefully after an
hour,” she added, “but it's
best to leave them overnight.”

When dry, she used royal
frosting, specially made with
meringue powder, cream of
tartar and sugar so it will dry
very hard, and fahioned some
green grass and bunnies in-
side the egg.

MRS. PAULINE OLM decorates a sugar
egg with squiggles of frosting.

Then the two halves were
fastened together with royal
frosting serving as glue and
decorated on the outside,
again with royal frosting.

MRS. OLM, in her
demonstrations, also shows
how she makes hen cakes with
frosting feathers that look
real, and shimmery suckers in
Easter shapes.

A simple way of making
fancy cookies is another part
of the demonstration. Mrs.
Olm uses pink and white
dough and cuts both into large
round cookies with a bunny,
chick or other seasonal design

cut from the center. In inner
cookies they are in-
terchanged.

Pauline Olm, besides her
food decoration classes, is
president of the Kenwood
Women’s Club and the Red-
ford Union Alumni
Association (she was a
member of the first RU
graduating class in 1933) and
is a past president of the Lola
Valley Business and
Professional Women’s Club.

She has a son and daughter
and four grandchildren — who
keep well supplied with
seasonal goodies.
