Facts On DDT |

DDT, the.miracle bug Xiller, }s
still a very new story ~—-especidle
'ty as far as food and feed cro
go. . Karl D. Bailey, county agric
tural agent, says DDT reacts
plants in different woys und
ditferent climatic conditions.
For houschold aund Hvestock in-
sects, DDT is the best insecticide
found so far for houseflies, sta-
ble flies, mosquitoes, roaches, bed-
bugs, lice and brown dog ticks. The
county”agent warns, however, nev-
er to use oil solutions of DDT on
animals. Care aiso should be tak-
en in the spraying of edidle fruits
and vegetables and of corn fodder
to be fed to livestock.

Some report that DDT dnes}b
do & thorough job of killing house-
flies. It is perhaps because they
are not using the insecticide prop-
erly, Mr. Balley warns. Except In
an aersol bomb, at least a 5-per-
cent solutlon 1s needed for house-
flies. Shooting the spray into the
air without covering the walls,
door-sills, screen doors and other
places where flies collect is not
efficient. It is the residual effect
of the spray that has the lasting
killing quality, It sprayed only
into the air, the residual effect
does not remain.

DDT will not control insects such
as the boll weevil, the Mexican
bean beetle or the plum curcuilo.

Meanwhile sclentists are search-
ing for the better insecticides. At
present benzene hexachloride is
under tests and on some things
it seems to outshine DDT. espec-
ially against sucking insects.

Alfalfa Cuts Down
Loss Of Young Hogs

Much of the 20 per cent loss in
pigs born dead or that die in the
first few days after birth can be
climinated by the proper use of
alfalfa in the ration for sows. W.
N. McMillen, swine specialist at
Michigan State college, is of that
opinion as the result of tests made
at the college experimental farm.

Corn proteln supplements and
minerals do not supply all the
nutritional nceds of a pig either
before or after birth, MecMillen
says. Sows fed 10 to 15 percent
of high grade alfalfa meal produce
a higher number of strong heal-
thy pigs than do’sows which get no
alfalfa meal.

Pasture is even better than alf-
alfa meal for supplying these val-
uable nutrients. the swine spec.
falist maintains. Experiments
show that early fall sown rye will
save much’by grinding and leng-
thbn the pasture season. Rye pas-
ture can be used late in the fall
and again early in the spring.

Sows, he reports, store nutrients
from the rye pasture in the fall
that help them carry through the
pre-birth period when green forage
is not available.
