In the center of the churchyard
a great Crucifixion Group of Car-
rara marble, dedicated to the faith
of the Irish who settled in the Hilly
and to the mermory of good Father
Gabriel Richard, ploneer missicn-
ary, through whose efforts lha Chi-
cago Plke —~ now US-112 — ‘was
built.  To the right of the great
marble group is a little adobe-like
chapel, . with  Spanish towers,
chimes, ‘skull-and-crossbones, o per-

"| fect replica of the Franciscan mon-

astery in Santa Barbara, California.

The Via Crucis begins with an
anclent olive tree thatleans againet
the chapel, taklng the spectator
back to the Muunt of Olives, whence
the Saviour entered into His Via
Crucls. Through'the fourteen “ata-
tlons” the chlef events In the cru-
citixlon  and death of Christ are
commemorated.

The final “station”, the tomb of
Joseph of Arlmathea, {8 constrigt-
ed of stones collected by the Rev.
Joseph V. Pleffef, whose ided this
outdoor Via Cruc!s 1s, to symbolize
Christ's death for all men of ail
lunds. ‘Here rosk quartz from the
Dakotas, -bloodrocks .from the O-
zarks, petrificd ‘v.aud from Call-
tornia, and precidus rocks and ston-
es from all over
been wrought into the magnificent
bandiwork. ‘
