Em'ollment Boost

More complete enrollment figures
released by Farmington Township
School District and Clarenceville
Scheol Distrlet officials this week
show considerable increase in both
areas.

This is particularly true in the
elementary grades where enroll-
ment shows the sharpest rise.
School officials point out that this
means more classroom shortages
as" these children advance to up-
per grades. Both Clarenceville
and Farmington sbow big increas-
es in their. Kindergarten classes
this year. In Farmington the great-
est increase is in Kindergarten,
with- 35 more children enrolled
this year than in October of last
year. Clarenceville’s largest en-
roliment is in Kindergarten, 1st
Grade and 3rd Grade with 118, 131
and 118 respectively. i

Farmington has a total of 1,008
students enrolled in the elemen-
tary grades. This is an increase
of 77 students. Average clagsroom
load In the elementary grades is
38 students per room. High school
enroliment stands at 645 students
for the grades 7 through 12. This
