by what, as 1 said, UMT‘ is NOT,
and equally impressed by what it
1S, for its positive qualities, as com-
pared to those of any similar plan
of which I have heard, are unique.

First why is it necessary? Let

me quote the reasons given by
the house of representatives arm-
ed services committee, as digest.
ed in the November issue of the
Army Information Digest (which
article should be read jn its-en-
tirety for a real grasp of the sub-
Jeet): '

1. The United States|has tradi-
tionally depended heavily upon the
clvilian reserve components. In ev-
ery major war, the regular forces
have constituted less than 10 per
cent of the total streigth. These
wars heve been fought by citizen
soldiers, directed and organized by
a small nucleus of professtonals.

2. In the past, geographical fsola-
tion has provided adequate time
for training and equipping large
numbers of Americans — fresh
trom civil life and unskilled in the
art of war — before It was neces-
sary to send them futo battle. In

Rd.|any future emergency, however, no

such cushion of time can be expect-
ed. There must be sufficient tfain-
ed forces in belng on any futdre
emergency day.

“Chet School” for chlldren; home
visiting; posters and movies —
these and many more Red Cross
Nutrition projects have been in full
swing at the Oakdale Gardens
Housing Project in Southern Oak-
land County under the able direc-
tion of Mrs. Sarah Parker, Red
Cross nutritionist.

This active program has been
the talk of Oakdale Gardens since
1946, when Mrs. Parker first es-
tablished nutrition work on a part-
time basis, and later planned and
organized until It became the full-
time program it is mow. All of
the activitfes center in the housing
administration building or in the
various block community rooms In
the Oakdale Gardens project,
where — about 2 year ago ~— the
State Public Health Survey dis-
covered nutritional  deficiencies
among the families. The Oakland
County Chapter of the American
Red Cross employed Mrs. Parker
to follow up on the survey at the
request of Dr. R. G. Tuck, Deputy
Health Commissioner for South
Oakland.

“Nutrition must begin with the
children”, said Mrs. Parker. “Then
perhaps the knowledge gained will
be carried back to the rest of the
family.” And it is easy to see how
she has succeeded with her nutrl-
tion program for the younger gen-
eration. The bulletin board dis-
play that hits one in the eye upon
enteriog the housing project office
is not only colorful but easy to
read and fun to look at: large col-
lored cut-outs of different foods,
all under the proper letter in the
vitamin alphabet. Then another
poster, further down the hall, shows
a good breakfast and a poor one
in pictorial terms. Finally in Mrs.
Parker's own office plctures and
descriptions of the “Chet School”
teil the story. How to make the
children come to a Nutritlon ‘class
was her problem and she solved it
by teaching them elementary cook-
ing at the same time. The children
{ind that the study of nutrition fs
much more palatable when given
to them In doses mixed with fun
and activity. They are planning
to give a Christmas party for the
mothers, and the menu will be plan-
ned and prepared by the children
themselves' under Mrs. Parker's
supervision.

Other. activities connected with
the Red Cross nutrition Program
will include a lecture on Nutrl-
tion for the aduits, by a physician
from the Oakland County Depart-
