Two children, a girl now seven and
a boy, five, were born'in Africa,
and when they arrived here they
just went, wild over the first snow
they had ever seen in thelf life.
They rolled in it and made snow
men. Mrs, DeMile taught her|
children by the Calvert Corres-
pondence Course. They lived at &
misslonary station 25 miles from
Massinga and their only contact
with the outside world waa the
mall once a week. A native runner
lett on Friday and traveled 25 miles
and came back Saturday with the
mail. Masssinga Is very dry and
they dug wells there. The native
women ceme by foot, sometimes &
two or three day journey, for wat-
er. . They carry gourds strung from
thelr shoulders and a pols balanced
on their heads Wwith two buckets
for water. They munch on raw cas-
sava root, similar to our Taw po-
tato, while en route., but do not
drink any of their preblous water.
The Rev. DeMille -teaches whole
families to be leaders and lnstructs
them .{n simple medicine, sgricul-
ture and rotation of crops, sewing,
spinning and hygiene.

The native woman carries her
baby strapped on her back and it
she has twins, she carries one in
front and one in back. ‘When Mrs.
Deille told them about the Dionne
Quints they couldn't figure how the
mother could carry all five. Water
is the most precious thing in thelr
part of the country. When a man
wants to get married he offers
animals to the girl's parents. Then
the girl has to live with his par-
ents for ono year and learn to
journey for water before they can
get married. The thing that Mrs.
DeMille. missed most was the com-
panionship of white people. . But
they are both anxious, already, to
return to care for their students
who literally worship the ground
that Rev. and Mrs. DeMille walk
on. .
