See. 85, Speed Restrictions.
Any person driviog a vehlele on
any street in the City of Farming-
ton shall drive the same at a care-
ful and prudent speed, not greater
than nor less than is reasonable
and proper, having due regard to
the traffic, surface and width of
the highway and of any other con-
ditfon then existing; and no per-
son shall drive any vehicle upon
such street at 2 speed greater than
will permit him to bring it to a
stop withid the agsured clear dis-
tance ahead.

(b) Where no speclal hazards
exist, the following speeds shall
be lawful but any speed in excess
of sald limits shall be prima facie
evidence that the speed is not rea-
sonable or prudent and is unlawful.

(k) No person shall operate a
bicyele unless it Is equipped; with
a bell or other device capable of
giving a’ signal audible for a dis-
tance of at least 100 feet, except
that a bieycle shall not be equipped
with nor shall dny person useupon
a bicycle any siren or whistle.

[0)] Every bicycle shall be
equipped with a brake \\mch will
enable the operator to maké the
brake-wheel skid on a dry, level,
clean pavement.

Sec, 61. _Every blcycle, When in
use at night time, shall be equlpved
with a lamp on the front exhibiting
a white light visible from'a dis-
tance of at’[least 500 feet jto the
tront, and with a Jamp on Lhe rear
exhibiting & red light visible from
a distance of 500 feet to the rear,
except that a red reflector may be
used in leu of a red lght.
