Thus out of the 924,000 new men
needed, less than 250,000 will be
drafted. Aod many of those who®
are called will not be chosen be-
cause of the number of exemptions
granted.

Veterans with combat, rec-
ords, with 90 days service be-
tween Pearl Harbor and VJ-
day, or with 18 months' service
since September, 1940, will ‘be
exempt, as wlll anyone who has
earned a combat infantryman's
badge, a Purple Heart, Alr Med-
al or any combat medal.

Exemptions will be granted to
any veteran joining an organized
reserve unit, or if the nearest one
which he might otherwise join is an
unreasonable distance from where
he lives.

There are three kinds of defer-
ments for those planning on going
to college (1) for all full-time stu-
dents, until academic year ends;
(2) advanced students in certaln
speclalties; (3) four years' defer-
ment for college students enrolling
in a fullyear ROTC course or
other military courses under spe-
cial conditions.

There are exemptions under cer-
tain conditions for married men,
high school students, scientists, en-
gineers and reservists.
