The results showed a mark-
ed reduction in rot control in fu-
vor of the treatment, as compared
with the more common packing
house method of dusting the fruit
with a common fungiclde. Tests in
194§ are including vegetables and
athier fruit crops in an effort to
help delivery of better quality pro-
duce to the consumer. Results in-
dicate that riper and more mature
produce can be sent considerable
distance if so treated and yet leave
ample time for distribution and con-
sumers to handle the product with
a minimum of spoilage.
