“Price controls were removerl
to give competition an opportunity
to produce lower prices, but gov-
ernment subsidies of farm prices
continue.

“For example, I believe the best
way to prevent war and the surest
guarantee of peace Is In prepar-
edness. It i3 clear from events at
home and’ the situation in Berlin,
that Communist Russia intends to
impose her theory of government
on all the people of the world, in-
cluding those in the United States.
Knowing these facts, it is time we
stopped talking, and take action
to prevent gnother Pearl Harbor.”
Cooney Is a veteran of World War
1I and served both as an enlisted
man and as an officer. He is a
past State Commander of the AM-
VETS, the newly recognized veter-
an's organization of the second
World contlict.

“In helping to get the cost of liv-
ing in line, we must remove Fed-
eral taxes -on oleo and all other
items of food and household neces-
sities. Oleo is a substitute food.
used in many cases because of lack
ot funds to purchase butter. The
removal of this tax will be a step
in the direction of aiding the house-
wite to feed her family,” Cooney
stated.

In discussing housing, Cooney
said that he will actively back ex-
tension of FHA to aid private home-
building and encourage Federal atd
in promoting municipal housing
projects that will allow owner oc-
cupled, taxpaying homes where
such homes are not provided
through private housing.

“I will actively back passage of
a bill to make the St. Lawrence
waterway project an actuality, be-
cause this project. will bring great
benefits to Michigan and the 17th
District. Cooperation with other
sections of the midwest and east
is essentfal if we are to see its
completion, I also want to see a
“West Polnt” for career diplomats
established so that deserving young
people can be properly trained in
the subtle art of diplomacy,” Coon-
ey stated.

“Because educatfon of our people
can best guarantee the continua-
tion of the Amerlcan way ot life,
1 wiil support Federal ald to educa-
tlon so that every American child
can be assured & sound, basfc edu-
catfon. This®aid should. be avail-
able to locally controlled schools
50 that {t can be used best to fit
local needs,” Cooney declared.

STATE SENATE

GEORGE HIGGINS was the first
to introduce legislation for a vet-
eran’s bonus, first to win firanclal
relief for citles and villages and
first to plug the numerous loap-
holes in the state seles tax act ef-
fecting the sale of automobiles.

As far back as 1943, while the
country was still at waf, Higgins
introduced a veteran's bonus bill.

Had his 1943 bill been adopted, the| !

cost would be nearly liguidated now
and veterans would not find them-
selves bearing the hurden of their
own bonus.

Higgins hag been responsible for
legislation which has saved the
state many millions of dollars,
Back in 1939 he broke into the cap-
itol limelight with legislation which
more than doubled state sales tax
collections on - automoblle sales.
This measure increased state rev-
enue by more than §$17,000,000 and
plugged loopholes which were
draining the state treasury of many
more millions.

Higgins pledges the same high
quallty service he bas rendered in
the past while serving the Oakland-
Washtenaw district in the Senate
and House of Representatives. He
promises legislation which will set
aside $12,000,000 from the general
fund to he added to the present 71
millfons or a total of 19% millions,
to be used for improvement of
streets and sewers and thereby
eliminating the present condition
of a flooded basement with every
raln storm.

He bas gone on record as being
opposed to any additional real es-
tate taxes. “The state has enough
taxes now,” he declared. “If prop-
erly distributed, the taxes now col-
lected by the state would prove
sufticlent.”
