In 1923 the commerce depart-
ment estimated that a population
of at least 200 million and very
probably 300 million could’ be sup-
ported in the U. S. without lower-
ing the habitually high American
standard of living.

The Harrison group points out
that “even it we accept the jowest
figure, it is still 35 millions Ynore
than the peak which the Arperi-
can population will reach in 1990.

These are some of the assertions
the group made in a special report
on fmmigration and population pol-
fey: '

Population of the U. S. should be
159 million in 1970. That of Russia
should be 251 million—an extremely
sharp increase. Italy, Spain and
countries back of the jron curtain
algo are expected to show popula-
tion gains.

For other nations: Population of
Germany, Denmark and Finland
will remain approximately station-
ary, while the population of Eng-
land, France, Sweden and Switzer
land {8 expected to hit o downward
trend.

By the end of this century—and
that's only about 51 Fears away, re-
member — the population of the
TUnited States will be proportionate-
ly smaller in relation to Russla,
Chine and India than it is now.
