United States. Even if the row
among the economists wasn't the
inspiration for the President’s mye-
terioug remarks, it might Indicate
that thers is or was an element
in the Soviet leadership which felt
it was better to (ry to get along

ere- | with us.

The explanation of the contro-

°|versy among Russian economists

is this: Soviet foreigm policy,
|specifically maintenance of the
cold war, i3 supposed to be based
on o belief that the United States
is headed directly toward another
depression. This bust” will s0 sap
our strength that ali the Soviets
w11l have to do is take us over with
little or no real military strugsi
(The revolt of the proletariat) We
will be too down- and out to help
antl-Communist Europe. The anti-
communist countries will fall easlly
into Communistic control. Then we
can beo“beaten largely by infiltra-
tion, fifth column “action commit-
tees” and other methods because
there will be general unemploy-
ment, discontent and general chaos,

This bellef is based on the teach-
ings of Marx and Lenin that capl-
tallsm Is bound’to destroy Itself
becauss It produces “boom and
bust” cycles which grow increas.
ingly worse, and therefore,. |t Is
imposaible for @ capltallat coun-
try to try to do anything perman-
ent for the masses to increase
thelr standard of living.

Now, however, along comes Var-
ga, introducing a new argument. He
argues that by adopting measures
which he describes as “state so-
clalism” any major depression in
the United States can be prevented
or at least postponed for 10 or 20

*d | years. It this thesls were accepted

by the Soviets it would be wiser to
cooperate with the United States
and other non-Communist coun-
tries, rather than to take for grant-
ed that our economic system as
well as thelrs Is going to continue
for some time. On that theory it
would be to the Soviet's interests,
fof the present, at least, for the
Kremlin and the White House to
play ball.

‘What are the measures of “state
soclalism” Varga is talking about?

The varlous social and. welfare|-

proposals like ‘expanded soclal se-
curity, national heslth insurance,
tederal ald to educatlon, under-
takings like the Temnessee Valley
A“ﬂ‘ml’“y and the many other re-
torms which started under the New
Deal, and which President Truman
now urges should be earrled for-
watd or expanded.

1n the early part,of the Presh-
dent's state of the union message
e _announged in popular language
they underlylng theory ‘of his ad-
minlstration. He sald:

“We haye rejected the dlscred-
Ited theory that the fortunes of
the Nation should be In the hands
of the privileged few. We have
abandoned the ‘trickle-down’ con-
cept of national prosperity. In-
stead, we helleve that our eco-
nomic system should rest on a
democratlc foundation and that
wealth should be created for the
benefit of all” .

‘Whether or not the majority of
the people have rejected that the-
ory remalns to be seen. There are
still many people who believe that

no country can be prosperous unless
it 18 strong at the top and. that it
cannot_be stro; t the top, that
business and Ing castry cannot pros-
per, unléss free dnterprise have the
widest liberty possible. That capital
