EXPERT ADVISES
FRUIT GROWERS ON
VIRUS DISEASES

Virus diseases which are increas-
tng In bpumber, reducing ields,
and Killing fruit trees are causing
growing concern’among American
fruit growers, says Dr. H. B. Tuk-
ey, head af the Michigan State Col-
lege horticultural department.

Troubles such as, codling moth,
fire blight of pears, brown rot, and
apple scab, are ot least pests that
can be seen, the sclentist relates.
Viruses, however, age different
They are cleverly devised to re-
sist attack.

The_world of science disagrees
as 1o, just what they are. Some
say they are living organisms —
others that they are just pecullar
organic chemicals — and still oth-
ers say that they bridge the gap
between the living and the non-
living.

. Their method of attack is differ-
‘ent, too, Dr. Tukey reports. They

do not band together in groups and
attack from the outside but rather!
they filter inside the “host” ani-
mal — or plant — end into the
individual cells themselves. There
they live and ﬂ‘rlve in competition
with the vital' processes of the
living plant. h

Because there is so much inter-!
est’ fn virus diseases, the annusl
fruit growers’ conferente, which is
held each year at Michigan State
College, invited Dr. L. O. Kunkle of
the Rockefeller Institute at Prince-
ton, New -Jersey, to addsess them.
He described the viruses and told'
