House G.O.P. leader Joe Martin
has been tipped off that southern
and northern Dembocrats finally
have come to terms on civil rights.
The compromise apparently was
reached during backstage bargain-
ing hetween leaders of the two
Democratic blocs. B

The ex-speaker relayed his re-
port with great interest to other
G.0.P. leaders at the Republican
round table. This is a table in the
house restaurant where Republi-
cans gather for lunch and ‘which
serves as a sort of G.O.P. command
post. Martin didn't reveal his
sources, but southern congressmen
have long been close to him, and
Joe's inside intelligence on Demo-
cratic goings-on has usually been
devastatingly aceurate.

Terms of the all-important civil-
rights agreement, Martin report-
ed, are as follows: both sides
agreed to an anti-lynch gill, anti-
poll tax bill, 60-cents-per-hour min-
imum wage, and modifications of
the Taft-Hartley taw.

These are crucial and important
compromises on the part of conser-
vative southerners, but they have
served notice this Is the furthest
they will go.. They will not, for in-
stance, accept the dynamite-laden
fair employment practices bili,
which Wil be quietly side-tracked
in the house. But they will support
the rest of President Truman's falr
deal. .

This backstage,compromise, how-
ever, is nothing more than a quiet
Yalta agreement among the lead-
ers, Martin pointed out. It can't
possibly be binding on all the rank-
and-fite Democrats, and many con-
gressmen on both sides witl vote
the dictates of their own con-
sciences.
