Let’s Seek The Facts . . .

about the Farmington Township Building Code
instead of getting buried in an avalanche of confusion.

Copies of the ordinance as writtén are available
to residents to read and study. The code is short,
simple, and to the point. Every resident should take
the few minutes it takes to read it and quietly and
logically draw his own conclusions. You owe it to
yourself to do it.

One of the first questions asked by many is “Do
we need it?” The answer is simple — Yes! Why?
Just look around you. Many sections of the town-
ship are fast becoming slum areas that affect the
health and safety of all the people. The reason this
situationexists is because the township stands almost
alone among townships in the area — unrestricted and
unprotected. As a result a great many less fortunate
persons are being taken advantage of at a risk to
themselves. and their families,

This code is not a “rich man’s law” as some have
labeled it. It is not restrictive but protective. No-
thing can be done about the flimsily constructed and
inadequate housing now existing in some areas of the
township. But protection to future residents can be
secured by adoption of the Building Code. Less for-
tunate persons deserve this protection as much as
anyone else in a democracy.

The code does not restrict residents from building
their own homes. It only requires that such building
meet certain minimum standards of construction. This
is just plain protection. The code does not mention
interior finishing and thus is not subject to inspection.

Residents can finish the interior of their home them-|g

selves and at their own leisure.

_ Many persons have concluded that such a code
would increase taxes. Fees are set up to take care
of the cost of inspections. These fees were established
after a careful study of fees charged in other com-
munities. Before we jump to conclusions let’s ve-
member that apparently little hardship has been plac-
ed on residents of other communities under similar
codes. It is little enough to pay for such protection.

Confusion has also arisen over the section per-
taining to amendments to the code. According to the
ordinance, a majority vote of the Board is required
to amend. This is a necessary open door, vital o any
law. Without it no future changes would be possible.
It would hardly be logical, economical, or efficient

in the meetings, and otherwise take part in the gov-
ernment. This open door ig for you as much as anyone,

ALMOST on the verge of His
