It Isn’t Too Late

To Sow Seed

To Get Fast Growing Flowers

It Is not too late to sow flower
seeds in the garden. By choosing
varieties which germinate quickly
and grow fast, flowers may be had
almost as soon as from seeds sown
much earller, which have been de-
layed by cold weather.

For best results seeds should be
sown where the plants are to grow,
so they will suffer no set back from
transplanting. Special precautions
should be taken to prevent crust-
ing of the soil, and drying out.

Loosen the soil to a depth of sev-
eral fnches. Mix small seeds with
dry sand to help scatter them well.
Large seeds of plants which need
plenty of room may be s0%n two or
three seeds In each spot where
& plant is wanted, to be thinned out
later to a single plant. Cover the
seeds lightly with porous sofl con-
taining no clay. A speclal covering
sofl may be prepared by mixing
tine top soil, and peat with an equal
amount of sand. Keep the soil
moist by sprinkling with a fine
spray until the seeds germinate and
the plants begin to grow well.
