Township Board.

The Enterprise, and we know the residents of
Clarenceville, sincerely hope that steps will be taken
this time to make it a reality. Closer fire protection
in this heavily populated section of the township has
been urgently needed for some time. The equipment

“is available and men have already volunteered to man
the truck. There is no doubt but what much damage
and possible loss of life could be eliminated by placing
a fire unit right in the area.-

With the ever-increasing growth of this commun-
ity, a full time fire fighting department is needed.
The majority of the communities around us have
some full time firemen on duty at all times, ‘It does
cost money, but the valuable minutes saved means
much to the residents. It is reassuring, if nothing
else, and unfortunately it would have meant much
more that that to some of our people who have ex-
perienced a bad fire.

Repeatedly Farmington’s volunteer fivemen have
been commended for the fine job they have done. In
the new township fog fire truck they have a fine
piece of equipment. If both the firemen and the
equipment are to be used to best advantage, speed
in getting to a fire is essential.

Now is the time to plan for such a program, so
that it can be executed as soon as possible. It can be
accomplished through the joint efforts of both the
township and the city.. It is this kind of cooperative
planning that spells progress.

While he pleaded against hoarding and scare
buying, he warned that controls and rationing might
be necessary. While indicating that we had plenty
for civilian use, he stated that industry would have
to convert to considerable extent at least to military
production.

We agree with President Truman that action

must be taken to alert the nation to the seriousness of

. the situation. We agree also that maximum aid must
be mobilized at once to protect our forces now fight-
ing in Korea and prepare for any eventuality. That
means all-out cooperation on the home front as well
as the fighting front. .

Howeyer, we can’t agree with the “keep calm,
get scared” theory. We must, be firm and alert. If
America is to remain calm and effective, scare tactics
must be minimized, not emphasized. The people
must know the facts, and they must prepare, but
much of the hysteria can be averted by quieter. tactics.

The nation is united in this effort to stop Com-
munist aggression. We are all conscious of the job
to be done. But if it is to be accomplished effectively,
direct calm action is necessary. Our government, our
radio stations, our newspapers can do much to speed
the job to be done through truthful and impassioned
coverage of events. - Hoarding, profiteering, scare
buying are valuable aids to the enemy. They can and
must be minimized by common sense.

Wild speculation tossed haphazardly at the peo-
ple only ‘accelerates our ineffectiveness at home and
on the fighting front. We have a job to do, let’s do
it like Americans — calmly, effectively and united.

Not only is Korez only about 30
miles from Japan and completely
in MacArthur's military. jurisdic-
tion, but milions of dollars are
spent annually for counterespion-
age_to see what the prospective en-
emy is doing.

three.day trip in the Middle.west,
while several high officials took
a pleasure jaunt on a boat off
Norfolk. 1n fact, Secretary John-
son and General Bradley joined
them later.

On the other hand, state depart
ment expert Ambassador John J.
Muccio came to Washington over
a month ago and privately warned
that Korea was in danger of attack,
At first he had hard sledding. The
joint chiefs of staff said they bad no

warning from MacArthur, who is|i

supposed to keep an eye on Korea.
‘However, Ambassador Muccio cited
chapter and verse regarding Com-
munist troop concentrations in the
north; finally got a shipment of
heavy artitlery, capable of stopping
Soviet tanks.

This artillery was actually in the
high seas and due in Korea this
week — when suddenly Moscow at-
tacked.

Note — U. S. counterespionage
agents are on the trail of the leak
regarding news of this arms ship-
ment. The fact that heavy artillery
was en route was a secret known
to only a few officlals in “Wash-
Ington and Seoul. Obviously, how-
ever, the secret leaked to the Com-
