MSC Lists Features Of
Novel Pen-Type Housing

Dairy farmers who are “on the
fence"” when it comes to pen-type
vs. stancion barns may find 2 new
Michigan State College bulletin on
the subject extremely helpful, ac-
cording to L. H. Brown, MSC agrl-
cultural economist who co-anthored
the bulletin.

The new Experiment Station pub-
licatlon does not recommend pen-
type housing exclusively and with-
out reservation for Michigan dairy
herds. It does state that “a pen-
type barn can be copstructed at 2
minimum cost which will do the
housing job, allow maximum labor
etticlency in chore work, and main-
taln economical production and
milk sanitation standerds.”

Control -procedures fall into two
classes: mechanical and chemical.
Mechanicel methods, used for some
time, Include: cutting, burning,
disking, plowing, builldozing, or
girdling. All have disadvantages.
Cutting and burning result in
heavy spronting end the latter
methods result in good seedbed
conditions for =another stand of
trees or shrubs. Girdling s slow
and suitable only for larger trees.

Day reports - that control of
woody vegetation by chemical
means has been developed rapidly
in recent years. Most of the pro-
cedures involve the use of 2, 4D
and a newer chemical, 2,4,5-T.

Tests have shown that the. pro-
ducts can be used singly, or to-
gether, in both ofl and water solu-
tions. For the elimination of woody
plants, preparations of the various
mixtures of 2,4-D and 2,4,5-T are us-
ually recommended.

Michigan State Now 11th
Among Nation’s Colleges

A grand total of 20,499 persoms
were enrolled in campus classes
and extenslon courses offered by
Michigan State Collegs during the
19491950 tiscal year, eccording to
the annual report of Robert S, Lin-
ton, registrar,

Included in this total are 17,627
regular students, 783 additional per-
sons who took short courses, and
548 enrolled in the coliege’s exten-
slon courses throughout the state.
This -exceeds, by nearly 500, last
year's cumulative total of 20,005,
Linton said.
