HOME ACCIDENT
DEATHS SECOND
ONLY TO AUTO

The old saylng “home sweet
home” might well be altered to
“home safe home”, according to
Olevia Meyer of the Michigan
State College home management
department. -In the past two
years in Michigan the total deaths
resulting from home accidents
ranked second only to the number
ot motor vehicle accident deaths.

Miss Meyer glves other interest-
ing facts about home accldents
that will indicate danger areas.
Kitchens are the most dangerous
rooms — more accidents occur
there than anywhere else, Cuts
and pierces are the most frequent
injuries for both men and women,
with” burns and bruises ranking

have a high rate of fnjury in yards
surrounding the home.

Falls and fires take the great-
est toll of deaths among home ac-
cldents, she said. And older peo-
ple are especially vulnerable to in-
Jury through falls, with stair steps
a special menace.

Miss Meyer suggests that Kit-

chen . accidents usually occur
when people are careless, in a
hurry or tired. Disorder, poor

judgment, and using the wrong or
faulty equipment also contribute
to the high accident rate in kit-
chens. She also warned against
improper use of equipment.
