Preventing egs
laying in the fall by planting
wheat in the “fly free period” not
only eliminates the damage in the
tall but also reduces the number
of flles over-wintering for the
spring generation.

Farmers should use good crop

Other than the “fly free date”,
rotation is the only other pratical
aid now available for the control
of Hessian Fly.

ON RYE PASTURE

. Hogs can make good use of pas-
ture in apy season and owWDers
providing it for their swine all
winter long will be putting dol-
lars in their pockets.

If pasture is not available, the
best substitute is a good quality
leafy legume, advises H. F. Mox-
ley, Michigan State College ani-
mal husbandry extension special-

Riye planted in late summer or
early fall, at rate of six to eight
pecks per acre, can get 8 good
growth before Ireezing weather.
This provides hogs with a pasture
they will rellsh In late fall and
throughout a mild winter. Sows

early &s lzte March.

Rye aids hogs in health and
makes faster, more efficient gains
with less grains and proteins, Mox-
ley reports.

Good quality, well-cured second
cutting alfalfa should be fed where
pasture is not available, Moxley
adds. Approximately ten per cent
of the ration tor fattening hogs
should be a good legume hay and
this should be increased to 15 to
30 per cent for brood sows and
gilts. Alfalfa may be ground and
fed in the grain ration or free
cholce as hay, the extenslon spe-

cialist reports.
