Lostxnd Found ...

FIRES REDUCED
IN STATE, BUT
LOSS HITS PEAK

Increased property values caus-
ed Michigan’s fire loss to reach z
mew high in 1951, but the down-
ward trend in the total number of
fires continued for the third con-
secutive year, according to the an-
nual loss report just released by
the fire marshal divislon of the
Michigan State Police.

State Police Commissioner Jo-
seph A, Childs, who is also state
tire marshal, pointed to the re-
duction as reflecting in part at
least the emphasis placed on the
annual observance of Fire Pre-
vention Week, which this year be-
gins next Sunday, October 5.

“The report shows that 50,676
fires resulted in a loss of $29,760,-
609 fn 1951. The previous high |
was $28,618,534 in 1948, when
there were 59,958 fires.

Childs said, however, that 221
persons, including 81 cbildren, per-
ished in fires last year, which was
second only to the ali-time high of
257 in 1950, Tke monetary loss
in 1950 was $24,964,345.

A breakdown of various types
of fires included: automobile, 7.-
115; "aircraft, 47; dry cleaning
plants, 102; bulk storage plants,
97; house trailérs, 281; schools,
96: and theaters, 27.

Careless smoking and misuse of
matches alone caused 4,062 fires.
Other leading causes were faulty
electrical wiring and appliances,
3,135; defective chimneys and
heating equipment, 3,437; and ov-
erheated heating equipment,
1,723. Lightning was responsible
for 585.

‘There were 343 incendiary fires,
150 set by adults’ and 193 by
minors.

Childs urged all Michigan resi-
dénts to observe Fire Prevention
Week by eliminating hazards.
