A stern warning that America’s
higher education system may not
be physically or intetlectunlly
equipped for its greatest erlsis,
expected in 10 to 15 years, bas
been issued by Michigan Staté Col-
lege President John A. Hannah.
- Speaking at Portland, Oregon,
before the Associntion of Govern-
ing Boards of State Universities
and Allied Institutions, Dr. Han-
nah predicted that U. S..colleges
will face their greatest crisis after
1960 when enrollments are ex-
pected to double.

To pass the erisis successfully,
President Hannah said that we
must tell the story, task and prob-
lems of higher education to the
people and the leglslatures.

“State legislatures need only to

es
to providing adequate physical
plants and operating funds for the
years ahead are to limit daroll-

ments . .. or admit all comers and
jower our educational standards
tremendously.”

Nelther of these would be ac-
ceptable to the American People,
Hunpah added.

Another problem which the col-
leges must take to the® people,
President Hannab pointed out, is
that the Korean veteran will be
mwore costly to taxpayers for edu-
cation than was his older brother,
the World War II veterun.

“\We would be well-advised to
acquaint our legislatures with this
fact,” the MSC president conclud-
ed.

ADDED NITROGEN
GIVES LESS BOOST
IN HOT SUMMERS

if nitrogen side-dressing of corn,
beans or sugar beets or top-dress-
ing of small graios didn't pay off
in extra ylelds in Michigan this
past summer, do not reach the con-
clusion it never pays. Dr. Ray
Cook, Michigan State College soil
scientist, explains it this way.

In a summer of hot weather, ex-
tra nitrogen application does not
“pay-off” as etfectively as it would
in a normal or cool summer. When

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.| the soil s cool the small organisms
do not work to break down the or-
ganic matter very fast. That
menns- less nitrogen ls llberated
to help the crop. So the nitrogen
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vou add gives yields quite o boost.

When the sumnier is hot the
organisms work much faster and
let oft much nitrogen which the
plants can absorb. As a result,
the extra nitrogen you apply .is
not as efficiently used.

In 1951 experiments at the Fer-
den Farm near Chesaning, side-
dressing of corn made extra bush-

els cost only 18.6 cents each when
40 pounds of nitrogen an acre
were added. Sugar beets were

Dairy farmers who rush thetr|
three-year-old bulls to slaughter
may be sorry when the final re-
ports are in. cautions George E.
Parsons. dairy extension special-
st at Michigan State Coliege.

1f he was good enoigh to use
as your herd sire he Is good
enough to keep alive until the
proof is made,” Parsons urges.
Farmers buy bull calves, nurse
them through the first year, start
using them occasionally at a year
of age, and head most of their
three-year-old bulls oft to the
slaughter house, explains Parsons.
Then, two years later a farmer
has a daughter milk production
average or a U. §. D. A. proof of
the value of his herd sire, but no
sire left, he notes.

In many cases, the proof indl-
cates the bull might better have
been butchered as a calf, Parsons
admits. In other cases the proofs
are so good that everyone wants to
buy the proven sire — but he's
gone on the fateful trip to the
slaughter house,

Some dalrymen are equipped
with bull pens to handle these
three; four and five-year old bulls

Prevention Committee met recent-

Committee members are circu-
lating fire prevention inspection
hlanks through vocational agricul-
tuve teachers, county agricultural
and 4-H club agents, farmer dis-
cussion groups, rural schools and
other agencies.

Use of bay prod thermometers

to guard against spontaneous com-
‘bustion, county fair displays to
promote fire prevention interest
and creation of honor awards for
persons doing an outstanding fire
prevention job have been discuss-
ed by the committee. They decided
to encourage rural service men of
utility companies, county agricul-
tural agents, jmsurance compan-
les and others to carry hay prod
thermometers at hay harvest time
and soon afterwards to help farm-
ers check hay.

Grist Mill

Many Michigan farmers face
serfous loss to stored grain on
their farms unless they make fre-
quent inspections for fnsect dam-
age and make necessary treat-
ments.

There are three main places to
look for insect damage. They are
at tde top and bottqm of the grafn
pile and where the grain elevators
may have packed the grain.

1t Insect damage is found, the
only thing to do s fumigate. A
mixture of ethylene dichloride and | #
carbon tetrachloride Is recom-
mended by Michigan State Col-
lege as the best fumigant for this
purpose. This mixture is heavier
than air and will penetrate to the
bottom of the bin when applied
to the top of the pile.
