GOODWILL TRUCKS
WILL RETURN
FOR PICK-UP

Goodwill Industries’ trucks will
be fa this community on Monday,
November 3, to pick up household
discards such as clothing, shoes,
hats, books, toys and small apphi-
ances. These items provide raw
materials to operata the Goodwill
Workshops where hamdicapped
employees repair and renovate
them for sale in one of three Good-
will stores. Receipts from store
sales pald the wages of over 540
men and women during 1951.

Household discards literaily are
turned into time cards at Good-
will Industries of Detroit. The 31
year old orgenization which pro-
vides training, rehabilitation and
employment for physically handi-
capped men rnd women now has
the largest payroll in its history.
To keep employment at 2 high
level and to provide training and
