The Michigan State Police and
the Department of Conservation
again will cooperate during the
deer hunting season in making a
tree registration service available
to hunters who desire to be reach-
ed in camp it an emergency occurs
at home.

As in past years, a hunter using
the service will register with the
State Police post or Conservation
headquarters nearest his huanting
camp. RBefore leaving home he
should inform his family or office
of the station at which he will
register. i

In the event of an emergency,
those at home need omly notify
their nearest State Police post or
Conservation headquarters and
the message will be Tadioed to the
specitied registration station. A

According to
Lourence A. Rubin, Secretary of
the Mackinac Bridge Authority,
research by the natlon's leading
engineers experienced in long span
bridge comstruction affirms that
building the bridge across the
Straits of Macklnac raises no en-
gloeering problems that have not
already beed solved.

The 3800-foot span, which
would be second only to the Gold-
en Gate Bridge span that reaches
a length of 4200 feet, would pro-
vide an easy and time-saving link
between the tourist reglons of the
Northern Great Lakea Area.

The report submitted to.the
tourist group revealed that by the
end of this year there will have
been a 31% % increase in tratfic
'across the Straits of Mackinac
since 1950. According to Cover-

tic engineers, traffic will continue
at an increased ‘rate of six per
cent per year for the next six
years. ‘These projections bring
total 1958 traffic.to 1,148,000 un-
its. During this period it is an-
ticipated the bridge will be com-
pleted.

With the completion of the
bridge, the engineers believe there
will be an immediate traffic in-
case of 85¢; for a total of ap-
proximately 2,123,000 vehicles the
first year.
