FINGERPRINT FILE
IDENTITY SEARCH

Tedious hand searching of filer
in making fingerprint . identifica
tions will be eliminated by use of
2 machine which the Michigan
State Police plan to install in the
East Lansing headquarters identi-
ticatlon bureau. ’

The machine, which functions
on the same order s a convention-
al -tabulating machine, searches
through key punch cards at the
rate of 450 a minute. Under the
proposed -system, each of these
cards would have been previously
punched according to the finger-
print formula of corresponding
fingerprint cards in the bureau's
tile.

‘The bureau receives a daily av-
erage of about 400 sets of finger-
prints from Michigan and out-of-
state police agencles. These are
both criminal and oon-criminal
prints, but in all cases the police
want to know if the individual has
a criminal record.

Frequently tingerprints of un-
kpown dead persons or ammnesia
victims are received for possible
identitication through fingerprints
already on file. '

The machine speeds the search-
ing process, but 2 fingerprint ex-
pert must make final comparlsons
as in the past. The machine, how-
ever, reduces to a matter of min-
utes a job that now requires as
much as two hours leafing through
several hundred fingerprint cards.
