Parasites Fight
Hessian __Fly :

Farmers get a big assist from
nature each year in combating the!
Hessian fly in wheat, but nature
needs all the cooperation it can

Entomologists at Michigan State
ollege point out that more’ than
half the battle has been carried
by tiny wasp-like parasites that
keep alive by killing Hessjan (lies.l
. Parasites in southern iMichigan
carry on about (Dur~{i(llis of the
battle, the entomologists figure.
Researchers have found that
most of the wasp-like parasites do
their good work by laying eggs in
the bodies of maggols of Hessian
flies. The eggs hatch into para-
sitic larvae and devour their hosts.
But in spite of this assist, plus
farmers following cultural practie-
es that interfere with: the natural
life cycte of the pest, Hessian flies
manage to do as much as $30 mil-
lion worth of damage a year to
wheat in the¢ United States.
That's why Michigan farmers
should follow recommended prae-
tices and pa¥ attention to the fly-
frec date for planting wheat, the
entomologists stress.

Rayon and Bemberg dry stow-
1y and are cool to wear. They do
not melt under a hot iron and are
not subject to gas-fading. How-
ever, white rayon and Bemberg
will gradunlly’ turn to ivery over
a period of time. .

Acetate, on the other hand, will
melt under a hot iron and is sub-
ject to gas-fading. However, it Is
more grease and sofl-resistant and
white stays white.

“Chromspun” and- “Celaperm”
are trade names for made-in-color
acetate yarns and staple fiber.
Coloring agents are introduced in
these at the solution stage, before
the fiber is actuaily .formed.

Painting This Fall?
Check Weather First

1t you are still planning to
paint this fall, be sure. to take
precautions that you won't have
moisture trouble later on., That's
ndvice frofn J.'S. Boyd of Michigan
State College's agricultural en-
gineering department.

Just hecause the surface.you in-
tend to paint appears dry, that's
no sign. the wood is {ree of mois-
ture, says Boyd. Check the weath-
er of several days’ previous, he
suggests, and if it.has been warm
and dry, the possibility of mois-
ture trouble is not too grnat.J

Chlordane, Oil, 2-4D
Mixture Kills Weéeds

Chlordane kills ecrab grass and
chickweed but is not so eftective
on other broad-leaved weeds,
points out B. H. Grigshy, Michi-
gan State College weed coutrol
speclalist. Chlordane mixed with
the éster form ot 2,4-D in an oll
spray gives a fairly complete
weed kill, he advises. He suggests
a tablespoonful of the 2:4-D ester
to each gallon of -éhlordane-oil
misture. Chlordahe js an effec-
tive control only if 1t is mixed
with oil.

SUPPLEMENT
HELPS HOGS
IN CORN FIELD.

. Does it pay to feed supplement
when you're hogging down your
corn field? .

Dr. J. A, Hoefer, livestock nu-
trition researcher at Michigan
State College, contends that .it
does. And 13 corn belt feeding
tests back up the: assertion. .

The tests show these results:

Hogs in the corn fleld that were
fed supplement each gained one-
half point more per day than those
eating just what the corn field
atforded. .

Each bushe} of corn produced
four and a half pounds more pork
sthen ‘supplement was. fed.

Each pound of supplement sav-
ed 6.4 pounds of corn.
