released by the Farmington School Board on the|-

future needs of the District may come as a bit gf a
shock to some’ citizens. :

The Board estimates that approximately $1,313.-
400 will be needed in order to provide adequate facil-
ities for the expanding school enrollment. These fa-
cilities include four new classrooms at the Bond-
School; four at the Middlepelt School, twelve in the
William Grace avea, a new ten classroom building
south of the Grand River Cut-Off, plus four additional
classrooms and a gymnasium-auditorium at the new
high school. :
This may seem like a pretty big order ... and it
But it is not too big foir the actual needs of the
District. If anything, these estimates are on the con-
servative side. However, they are all that can be
legally undertaken at this time. A great many hours
of time have gone into the analysis of future school
requirements in this area. These include a review of
past enrollment figures, a study of population trends,
a breakdown of school census reports and a projec-
tion of future class registration. -

Out of this maze of facts and {igures has come a
careful analyzation of the future. It is not justa fig-
ment of the imagination or a volume of fiction . ..
it is very real. Every citizen has had an opportunity
to see the tremendous growth that has taken place
in this area during the past few years. They have
seen it in erowded classrooms, in half day sessions, in
new buildings and back to.crowded classrooms again.
This growth is continuing at an ever-accelerated rate
and will continue for a number of years to come.

1t is of vital importance that every citizen take an
active and constructive interest in the future of their
schools. Know the facts, learn what they mean, ask
questions and offer. suggestions. It's your money!
But remember, schools are not built by money alone.
“hey are built by interest, cooperation and active par-
ticipation on the part of every citizen.

on the need for additional police protection in Farm-
ington Township may seem a little monotonous but
with each repetition more and more citizens come up
with examples to support the need.

" possible under this new set-up, was largely responsible.

With the rapid growth taking place in the town-
ship, with the niew emphasis on traffic law enforce-
ment, with the increased responsibilities of outside
police agencies, additional local protection becomes
ever more important. It is impossible for one man
to patrol all of the roads and highways in the town-
ship, be available for emergency calls, be in court to
testify on violations and make periodic checks on all
bars and taverns.. It is impossible, at least, to expect
an-efficient job on all of them,

As we have stated before, the township has made
a considerable investment in equipment, including a
car and police radio plus a joint financial responsi-
bility with the city on a.transmitter and teletype. It

_is important to the citizens that this equipment is

used as often as is necessary for the proper protection

of the people.- This is not possible with a one-man

police force. ’ :
