To make dry suds, dissolve %
cup of mild soapless detergent in
one cup of hot water-in a large
mixing bowl. Whip to'a dry suds
with a rotary egg heater or elec-
tric mixer. ‘It will be necessary
to beat them up several times dur-
ing the shampoo process to kel
them dry. i

Apply the suds liberally to o
small area of the rug surface with

soft scrubbing brush, using a

reular motion. Excess suds may
be scraped off the surface with
the straight edge of a spatula.
Wiring a soft. cloth or a sponge
out of warm clean water and rinse
the shampooed area.

First, wipe with a circular mo-
tion, then against the. nap, ‘and
lastly with the nap. Finish off
by brushing with the nap, using a
clean brush.
