‘Additional wells located in a separate section from
the present supply are necessary to meet the 'growing
demands in the city. To strengthen this system and
insure an adequate supply at all times, an improved
type of reservoir system should be set up for the back-
log of water during normal periods of the yeaf. .

We réalize that tliese ave technical engineering
problems which not only take time, but money as well.
