NamesInMichigan

“Concord, Cambridge, Hartford,
Farmington and  Vermontville
may sound, like New England but
it's - only - Michigan with a New
England twang,” states Frank B.
Woodford, Detreit historlan, in a
current lecture “Yankees Xn Won-
derland.”

Woodtord goes on to point out
the:reason why these towns and
many others in the southern group
of counties below Saginaw and
Maskegon have outstanding Yan-
‘kee names and characteristics. ‘Tt
is because of the fact that New
Englanders were the trail blazers
for settlement in Michigan from
1820 to 1842, Woodford discloses.

Michigan was by-passed during
the early stages of migration, he
stated. The causes are evident.
Unt§l 1796 Detroit and Michigan,
while technically American, were
actually under British control and

come. Then there was the Indian
menace, plus the great haundicap
of inaccessibility, so that in 1813
Michigan was still largely unex-
pored wilderness,

Several years later came the
opening of public lands In the ter-
ritory through the efforts of Lew-
is Cass, the great white father of
the Northwest. This availability
of good cheap land provided the
first incentive to the prospective
settlers. Secondly, steam naviga-
tion on the lakes began and finaily
came the opening in 1825 of the
Erie Canal, connecting the Hud-
son River and Lake Erie.

The home can do much in fost-

they use them are almost entirely
the result of the way they have
heard them used in different si
vations. In most imstances chil-
dren have not been given a form-
al definition of a word but rather
have learped its meaning from the
way it is used by their parents,
‘by their playmates, on the radio,
on television, ete. The degree
then to which good language is
used in the home will influence
to & considerable extent the level
of language used by children.
Children who kmow the mean-
ings of many different woids are
usually more ready for reading
than children who have limited
vocabularies, Likewise, children
who know a great deal.about each
word usually have an advantage
in beginning reading instruction.
By knowing a great deal about a
word is meant recognizing that a
word has more than one meaning
such as the word bear. It may
