* Grandpa isn't just spinning yarns
when he talks about “my rugged
days in school.” Fact is, according
to Michigan Department of Health
records, young folks can thank
their lucky charms that it's 1955,
not 1900.

You see, back a half century
ago, about one death out of every
three was someone 15 years of
age or younger. Last year, only
one out of every ten Michigan
deaths was in that age.group.

Diseases going around at the
turn of the century often meant
much more than a few days out of
class. Diphtheria, for one example,
hit 2,706 Michigan-people in 1900,
compared with only 57 new cases
reported in the state last year.

Measles and whooping cough,
combined, killed 550 in 1900, but
took only 34 Michigan lives in
1954, And scarlet fever, which
caused 123 deaths fifty years ago,
only killed three times in Michi-
gan last year.

Sanitation, immunization and
modern treatment methods are giv-
en credit for cornering the ails,
“but no communicable disease can
be counted completely out,” the
health department cautions.

Most of the diseases, the de-
partment goes on to say, may be
merely marking time, waiting for
the pressure to let up. Like meas-
