Dutch Elm Disease was first
agnosed' in the United States in
1930 when it appeared in Oh
Since it is an introduced fungus;
from abroad it centered in pots
of entry, veneer plants and rail-;
voad distributing yards.

The fungus is transmitted from,
elm to elm by the activities of a
beetle which feeds on the trees.
Jeaving wounds which are excel

€llent places for the fungus infee-

tion to grow. .

Professor Baxter lists the ex-
ternal symptoms of Dutch Elm Di-
sease as: curling leaves which
show wilt, yellowing or brown-
ing, bark which dries out and dies.

If the bark is peeled
away larvae of the elm bark beet-j
les may be found — though they
are only carriers, not causers, nf
the disease.

ENROLLMENTS IN

Assuming there will be no fur-
ther increase in the percentage
of college-age youth atlending col-
leges and universities, that the
only increases will be caused by
larger population, an enrollment
of more than 4 million is expected
by 1970, compared with 21 million
this year, the report stated.
