PRICE. CYCLES RISE,
FALL IN RELATION-
TO COUNTRY’S WARS

Today's prices are higher than
they used to be. Our fathers said
the” same thing — so did their:
fathers. Prices have increased
ahout fourfold during the past cen-
tury.

Yel it would be a mistuke to
conclude that there is a natural
and continuous tendency for prices
(o rise and that it is “contrary™to
nature” to hope for stable or fall-
ing prices in the future.

Acluwlly all of the increase in
price levels since 1820 occurred
dunng four brief periods overlap-
ping our major wars: 1861 to 1865;
1015 to 1920; 1940 to 1948; and
1950 to 1952. These periods rep-
resent only 18 out of the 134 years
between 1820 and 1954. During
the remaining 115 years, price
trends either declined, were stea-
dy, or recovering from previous
declines.

The Civil War was preceded by
a 40 year period with no pronoun-
ced trend in the general price
level. There were some fluctu-
ations — connected with specu-
lative episodes and their after-
math, but in 1860 the price level
was about where it had been in
1820.

The Civil War was followed by
30 years during which prices'grad-
ually declined from the peak
reached at its close. The low point.
was reached in 1895. Thereafter’
prices began to rise, and by 1815
they had recovered to their 1865
level. Here is an example of 50
years with no net change either
way in the general level of prices.

During World War I, and imme-
diately following, the price level
doubled. An abrupt drop occur-
red between 1920 and 1922, There-
after prices remained relatively
stable. during the remainder of
the 1820’s. A further substantial
decline occurred during the de-
pression, followed by some recov-
ery. The net change in price lev-
el between 1920 and 1940 was a
