Many aspects of Benjamin
Franklin's, life and career will be
exploréd in an exhibit and a lec-
ture at the Detroit Public Library
in observance of the 250th anmi-
versary of his birth,. January 17,

The exhibit, to open January 9
in the second floor exhibit gallery
at the Detroit Main Library, 5201
‘Woodward, will show Franklin as
inventor (bifocals, stove), printer
(forerunner of the Saturday Even-
ing Post), humorist (Poor Rich-
ard’s, Almanac), scientist (discov-
ery of the nature of electricity),
librarian (Pennsylvania Library
Comyany. the first successful lend-
ing library) and statesman (only
man to sign the four most signifi-
cant documents of the Revolution-
ary period: the Declaration of In-
dependence, the Constitution, the
alliance treaty thh France, and
the peace treaty with England).
Among the Franklin rarities to be
dlsplu\’ed are manuserips and cor-
respondence, documents, pictures,
and other memorabilia.

On January 17, 1956, Professor

Verner W. Crane of the History
Department of the University of
Michigan will speak about Frank-
lin's life and times. Crane, who
has been called America's leading
Franklin duthority, will appedr un-
der the sponsorship of the Friends
of the Library; his talk will be
given at the Main Library, 5201
Woodward, at 8:00 p.m., and there
is no charge for admission.

Crane’s latest book is entitled
"Bemnmm Franklin and a Rising

People;” reviewers describe: it is
“short but authoritative,” 2 mod-
¢l to historians,” “a perceptice,
clevcr, and clear picture of Frank-
lin” This and his other books
wm be displayed at the ume of his
lecture.
