zeal. Those of them who were members of the
Protestant churches or congregations fafled to
attend the rellgiods services in those churches
of the morning of Thanksglving day.

But every New Englander who could poss!bly
attend did se, and there were enough of them
to make good-gized congregatlons, or what
appeared %o be such in the small church edi-
fices of the time. The afternoon was given up
1o feasting and sociai pleasures.

No chronfcler of the time was thoughtful
enpugh to write for posterity & particular ac-
count of the social pleasures in which the
thankful people Induiged, but one among the
still living witnesses of the day is the Irrepres-
slble “first citizen,” Fernando Jones, and he
remembers golng to a dance at the mayor's
fine house on Thanksgiving night. The Jones
family was from New York state and “the
good Fernando™ says it !s a mistake to suppose
that nobody but New Englandors observed: the
day; that his mother got up a big dinner on
the occasion.and that he ate as much turkey
and things “as any Puritan boody in the place,”
Rut he admits that the New England families
did most of the visiting, feasting and danclug.

The example thus set by Mayor Sherman
was followed by his successors for ten years
before Ilinols adopted the anoual Thanksgty-
ing as a state institution,

In 1833, three vears befora' Chigago intro-
duced the Thanksglviag custom to its own citt-
zens, 4 fraudulent Thanksgiving proclamation
wag Issued in the name of Gov. Dugcan which
caused the festival to be universilly talked
about in the state at large. Its object was to
tool the Springfleld, 1L, clergy without mny

Ac-
cordingly they drew up a proclamation fu the
usual form of such documents, signed the gov-
ernor's name to It, as well as the name of the
secretary of state, and had numerous coples
printed, sending a copy to each minister Who
wae known to be deslrous of celebrating a
Thanksgiving. All were decelved by ft save
one, the Methodist minister, who had been
quletly notified by one of the young men that
it was a hoax. The others made formal an-
nouncement that they would on the day thus
ftraudulently sppolnted hold Thanksgiving ser-
vices. But on the evening before the day ar-
rived to let the hoax just fall of its object the
young men sent word to each of the ministers
that the proclamation was not getulne.

The ministers were not long in !atorming
thelr people that the Thanksgiving was de-
clared off. After that the subject of Thanks.
glving was a forbldden toplc of conversation
or even allusion at the Illinols state capltal for
several years. But the Thanksglving was not
8o ensily prevented in the outlylng districts.
Coples of the bogus proclamation had been
gent to all the principal towns, which mdde
preparations to observe thée festival. The au-
thors of the hoax had, however, repented in
ttme wlth reference to places outside of Spring-
fleld and consequently warmed clergymen in
those towns not to be fooled. It was'beltesed
in Chicago to be genuine, but’n¢ notice was
taken of it first or last. -

Twelye years passed, in which the sppual
Thapksgiving of New Engiand had no officlal
‘recognition, except in Chicago. In 1851 Joel
‘A" Matteson, a native of New York, wae elect-
ed governor of Illinols, and notwithstanding tis
