There never are enough
foster care homes to furnish
instant Jove for tiny children
or supportive understanding
for-troubled teens. °

That's the word from the
people responsible for finding
care for the young who, for a
variety of reasons, need a
home temporarily.

Donald W. Rolph, super-
visor of the adoption and fos-
ter care department of Oak-
land County Juvenile Court,
brought the message to a re-
cent gathering sponsored by
the Christian service com-
mission of Our Lady of Sor-
rows Catholic ‘Church in_
Farmington.

Similar appeals have come
from the ‘Wayne County de-
partment of social services
through its foster home re-
cruitment unit. -

“Our need is for foster
homes that will accept chil-
- dren over 10,” Roiph told the
group at Sorrows.

Sometimes several vis-
its at the institution and then
weekend visits to the home
are necessary before the
child feels comfortable, the
family feels sure it can
handle him and we are con-
vinced the placement is the
right one.”

Rolph said the department
tries not to have its. list of
foster homes too long “be-
cause these foster parents
like 'to be used,” but does
want a cushion to take care

cases come in at once.

Families on the foster care
list are licensed to take one
to four children. :

“Mostly we don't place the
capacity number of children
in homes licensed for three
or four,” Rolph said: “‘Again;
we like to keep that cush-
ion.”

Foster parents are paid by
the county in amounts rang-
ing up to $90 a month per
child over 12. That includes
food and clothing, but such

7 expenses_ are .paid by .the
county.

Rolph mentioned that in
his othbr capacity as super-
visor of adoptions in the
county he often approves fos-
ter parents as adoptive par-
ents for a child who becomes
adoptable. -

“The foster family doesn't
have any, inside track or pri-
ority,” he said, “but adop-
tions by foster families no_

longer are ,a nomo as they—

once were."
