Sprinkle walks with finely ground

salt mixed with sand. This will
break up ice jand prevent  slipp-
ing while the ice is mglting. Fine
salt will be diluted ‘quicker and
as a result not be as injurious to
plants as will concentrated rock
salt.
When shoveling snow, dump- it
on the lawn - rather than around
shrubs, particularly if the salt con-
tent is high. It will cause less
harm to grass than to shrubbery]
or cvergreens.

If you have some leftover gran-
ular Tawn fertilizer,. it may be
sprinkled lightly on slippery walks
to help make them safe. This fer-
tilizer will be available to plants
in the spring. However, be care-
ful not to get this fertilizer too
thick or_on the follage of plants
as it will burn severely. -Also,
this fertilizer may track into the
house and do damage to rugs. A
shoe-cleaning mat at the doorr will
prevent this from happening.

The specialists also suggest
checking for ,leaky eavestrughs

or poor surface drainage that per-f*

mits water to run_onto walks.

Of course, when possible, prompt
sweeping of snow from sidewalks
will help prevent ice formation,
ihe .specialists point out. .
