Such meats as lungs,  snouts,
stomachs, spleens or skins'are un-
lawful mgrcﬂnenls for any, type of
sausage sold in Michigan; as Vone
Detroit wholesaler learncd Yecently
i when jailed far selling a sausage
canned in the south that cnntamed
those ingradients.

The wholesaler was spoued with
thc iliegal sausage by reptesenta-

tives of the Michigan Department
of Agriculture’s division .of foods
land standards, who placed the
merchandise under seizure. He
was arrested for moving 28 cases.
of the merchandise after it was
under seizure.

Arraigned in a Pontiac caurt the
distributor was found- guilly. He
was sentenced to serve 10 days in
jail and-pay a $100 fine' with-an
addlhunnl 20 days in jail if he
failed to pay the fine. ;

Under Michigan's strict{law only
skeletal meats of animals, may le-

gally be used in sausage ar. ground
meals sold in:this state. Some
other states permit use of the in-
gredients contained in the sausage
seized. These are.also legal under
Federal law. The cans of sausage
bore the stamp of Federal appro-
val, and also stated the mgrcdlenls
on the label.

Some of the sausage u
zure was manufactured
sippi by a ‘firn( that is unlicensed
by the Michigah Department of
Agriculture to market its products
in this state. Sausage from two
Georgia manufacturers. and one
