Trend To Traditional Furnishings’
Gaining Momentum, Say Authorities

A major trend ‘in this year's)
Thome furnishings lines is evidenced
in the impressive emergence Off
correlated or coordinated collee-
tions, say fashion experts.

This correlation applies not only
o groupings of case goods and
upholstered. furniture but also in
oich fields as drapery fabrics and
upholstery fabrics. All this puts
the emphasis on -the over-all
scheme rather than the individual
item. )

Two general fashion trends have
also emerged this year, or re-
appeared in sufficjent strength to
clinch their importance, according
to authorities. Ong is the continu-
ing trend toward traditional ele-
genee and formality, represented
in almost baroque designs, in fine
materials and in elaborate de-
tailing., Another is the big boost
given to American Colonial and

< Country English styles which are

_represented across the board in
. home farnishings.

Early American selections are
now enriched by. 2 wealth of
new -conceptions of the styles.
From primitive, rustic pieces 10
the graceful, curvilinear designs
identified with Queen Anne, there
is enough diversity to satisfy a
variety of purposes and tastes.

The .new designs are often high-
iy .decorative, emphasizing such
details as carving, fluting, molding
and peg joinings. The most signi-
ficant design departures are the
countrified or rural English

-groups.

Manufacturers are cooperating
with the demand for corvclated
groupings by bringing. out long
lines of cases thit can be used
in- more than one room, it was
indicated. Foremost among these
functional picces are small bache-
lors'  chests, high. storage ‘tall
boys,” under-the-window-s ize
cases, servers that can be wheeled
from room to room, bunching
. tables .and room dividers that
combine storage and display space.

Highlighting the new dining
offerings are sophisticated looking

tables with their deep upholstered

ichairs are frenkly meant to be a|

part of even a formal living room.
For {raditional dining rooms, the
new dining cases stretch out to
over seven-foot lengths to solve
most storage problems.

To achieve surface inferest on
the new case groups, designers
have often worked with woods
alone, forming marquetry and
cross-graining, banding and edging,

matched  surfaces and  pie-cut
patterns. Other materials used
include cane, leather, marble,

ebony, teak, -brass and silvery
metals. Walnut,, in either dry or
oiled natural finishes, predomi-
nates in the new offerings.

In upholstered picces, spider-
legged modern is giving way to
more substantial, - important look-
ing pieces. This is often achieved
by lower, heavier base treat-
ments. The new height of chair
backs and 100-inch length of some
sofas also contribute to the more
siibstantial look.

Style influences noted in case
lines creep into new upholstered
offerings. These include Venetian,
Oriental, and the omnipresent Pro-
vincial. Modern usecs today’s
favorite materials-walnut, - cane,
leather-in exposed frame designs,
say the experts. °

Many manufacturers are going
all-out for lush, traditional tufting
treatments, fringes, crescent
shapes and the like. Covers are
flat and shiny or—newer yet-flat
with a non-shiny pattern or hand-
woven wool_ look.

In modern, 2 new construetion
method permits slecker styling and
smoother tailoring for the basic
molded shell shape. Wood chips
are added to the plastic form so
upholstery can easily be tacked to
the body.

The overwhelming general trend
in home furnishings is toward a
vast variety of blues. Rich deep
purples are also taking root and In
several categorics have been
teamed _with biues and greens.
