Those annoying hutlnrmus in
your stomach may be a boon to
your career-whether you are an
actor, public speaker or a sales-
man.
Stage fright is a_ normal,
natural feeling, present in varying
degrees in virtually all speakers,
even experienced ones, says Pro-
festor G.E. Densmore, chairman
of The University of Michigan De-
partment of Speech.

“This-fear simply means that
the speaker is responding to the
stimulation created by the pre-
sence of listeners,” Professor
Densmore explains. .

“The mind always does its best
work when stimulated. If the
speaker does not respond to
audience stimulation,. he is not
functioning to the best of his
ability. Since platform- fear is.
product of imagination, it can
never be eliminated, but it can be
reduced and controlled and made
to improve your speaking,” Dens-
more adds.

An, antidote for stage fright is to
select a good - subject logically
planned and carefully organized.
Determine your objective, then
construct an outline; including in-
troduction, body and contlusion.

Don't commit the cardinal sin
in public speaking, Professor Dens-
more warns. “The short speech
conforms to the paltern of Ameri-
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can life, and nearly every. subject
can be better treated in a short
speech.”” He recommends a self-
imposed limit of 25 to 45 minutes.

Another ‘way to avoid those
butterflies is fo prepare your
speech to the point where you are
just short of memorizing it word
for word. “Memorize your outline
or take it to the platform with you.
But unless you have a prodigious
and reliable memory, don't ever
memorize your speech.”

The basic prerequisite for a good
delivery is sincerity, and you must
let your audience know you are
sincere, the professor points .out.
You must also be heard, and your
audience is a sure guage for
measuring your own volume. Be
dircet, cstablish eye contact with
individuals in your audience and
italk to each personally as though
the were the only person in your
audience. Use body action as you
would in conversation .to express
vourself.

Above all, Professor Densmore
advises; remember, that practice
{ makes perfect. The best way to
\o\urcomn stage fright and become
‘a belter public speaker is to prac-
ilice basic principles with the gui-
'dancc of a competent.speech in-
‘slruclor.

Ways To anl
esulting In Falls

Statistics shuw that in 1958, al-
most half of the 866 Mlchxgan
people who died in home accidents
were victims o[ falls.

According to Rwhard G. Pfister,
engineering safcly specialist at
Michigan Stn(a University, there
are three ways to deal with ha-
zards such as [falls. One can re-
move the hazard, reduce it or
change one's own way of doing
things. The first step is to look a-
round and check for trouble spots.

Stairways can be a real menace
to life and hrnh Each stairway
should be in gdod repair, equipped
with  sturdy handralls and well
lighted. Pﬁstet suggesls painting
a white strip on the top and bottom
steps so that you and your family
can bafter judge the steepness of
the std¥sway. He also warps a-
gainst ysing steps as storerooms;
many people clutter uptheir stair-
ways -with toys, boxes and “items
to be stored,” he commented.

Gives Tips On
Preparing Clay
Soil For Lawn

Clay .soil need not mean that one
cannot have a lawn to be proud
of just the same says Professor
Harlow O. Whittemore, chairman
of the Department of Landscape
Architecture at the University of
Michigan,

With clay soil, he states, “Iit's
necessary to work into a good
depth, materials which will retain
moisture in dry weather but per-
mit drainage in wet weather. A-
mong these are sand (not too fine),
sifted corl ashes, wood ashes, corn
cobs,. decayed leaves, sawdust,
powdered peat and black swamp
muck. .

“If sand must be used, it must
be in liberal quantities — one
and one-half part of sand to one
of clay. All the others can be used
in smaller quantities — one part
coal ashes to three of clay, one
part of black swamp muck to fwo
of clay:

“The clay should be turned over
to cight inches depth with a trac-
tor, the materials added to the
overturned clay, and all well mix-
ed with a harrow or a rototiller.
The chemical fertilizer and ground
dolomite, if needed, can then be
added and harrowed in again.
