ANN ARBOR — The Beatles
are much more Interesting as 2
sociological phenomenon than
as a musical one, says John A.
Flower, associate dean of The
University of Michigan School
of Music.

The reasons for their bom-
bastic splash are threefold, says
Flower. 1) teen-age mystiques,
now international; 2) promo-
tional advertising and our sus-
ceptibility to it; and 3) mass
communications.

“Teenagers always have
and always will be won-
drous,” he states, “They have
not of late had much re-

straint placed upon them by
thelr elders hor as a matter
of fact have thelr elders been
particularly good at setting
examples.”

Says Flower, “Teen-agers
have been emancipated by
money, the used car and hi-fi.
This emancipation takes unpre-
dictable and incomprehensible
forms of which The Beatles are
one.”

Flower says he belleves mod-
ern technidies of promotlon ac-
count in no small part for the
prosperity of The Beatles:
