Statg law proy iding for the pro-
pagation and sple of trout has
been broadened to include several
other species off game fish, effec-
live January 1, |1938.

The new law, passed by the
1057 legislature, ;mu altow licensed
game fish breeders to rear and
dell large mouth and small meuth:
bass, blucgl)ls three species of

sunfish, northern pike and mus-
kellunge — in additien. to brook,
brown and rainbow trout.

Before issuing. a game fish
breeder's license, however, the
Conservation Department will in-
spect the proposed facilities to in-
sure that private waters are used
and the entryof any wild fish m(o
these waters is prevented.

The new license will be valid 1or
the calendar year at an annual fet
of $5. Applications can be aht:uncd
now from the Departmel
