range in size from one half 2
square mile 10 an entire town-
ship of 36 square miles. At the
present time, there are many|
othcr incorporations pending —
awaiting the decision of the vo-
ters.
It would be a fa]lncy to con-
sider each of these new incorpor-
ations as being a sound and in-
telligent :move. Some are mere-

ded together to preserve a sense
of identity and 2 pride of self
government. However, they fall
far short of their responsibility
of providing the services that an,
urban community should pro-
vide. Lacking adequate tax base,
some will be in serious difficul-
ties as the demand for services|s,
hecomes greater.
