1f children are desirous of reproducing something in others and are per-
mitted to do so, they learn. They clamor to learn. They have a motive
for it, and a higher : 1d more natural one than e'ther pleasure or pain, re-
ward or punishment That this reproductive =ast, this leaven of life,
will be Bryant or Lofigfellow, I do not say. Buy:whatever it is for differ-
ent children and different ages, the children 1l ves and the teacher
in immediate contactwith them are able to deseribe much better than the
superintendent or member of a school-board who rarely or mever sees
them.

Get good teachers. Give them a chance. (ive them a franchise in
their own profession. Use authority to prever hindrunces—to inhibit
those who act as nullifers. If teachers are soc. lly and mentally repro-
ductive themselves, they will rejoice in the social ; reproductive powers of
the children. Like physicians who call in specialits for consultation, they

will naturally want good supgrintendents to leardfrom. They will natur-
ally know each what the other is doing and wil
